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Diego Rivera and David Alfaro Siqueiros were artists and political activists dedicated to creating work that served the common people and expressed their beliefs. After reviewing their artwork, students will express their thoughts about it in a letter to the editor or an op-ed essay for the local newspaper.

Artists:  Diego Rivera and David Alfaro Siqueiros
The “Big Idea”

After completing all activities for the unit Art and Social Change, students will understand the following “big ideas.” The italicized idea is emphasized in the “Letter to the Editor” activity.

· How are artists revolutionary?

· How is art a catalyst for and reflection of social change?

· How does an artist’s point of view affect both the intended and perceived meanings of her or his art?

· How do artists use symbols, words, and actions to convey political or social beliefs?

· How does the meaning and impact of an artwork change when it is made public?

To introduce the activity

01.
Review: With your students, go over the activity’s overview and “big idea.”

02.
Journal option: If you plan on doing more than one activity from this theme, ask students to create a journal for the project. The journal will allow them 
to organize their research notes, brainstorms, projects, and reflections.

03.
Preactivity class discussion: What is political art? Conduct a short discussion to prepare students for what they will see within the activity screens. Some suggestions for discussion:

a.
What is political art? Students create a page in their journals where 
they list examples of political art that they have seen.

b.
Why might visual artists choose to use their art to express political ideas?

c.
When might an artist’s work be revolutionary?

d.
How does the context of political art (the places and times that the 
public sees it) impact its meaning? 

04.  Activity prep: Students should read an example of a current letter to the editor or an op-ed piece to use as a guide in formulating their essays. They should also have reviewed the lives and artworks of Diego Rivera and David Alfaro Siqueiros by completing the “Rivera vs. Rockefeller” and “Siqueiros in Jail” activities.

05.  Explore online: Now your students are ready to explore the artists in Making Sense of Modern Art and complete the activity steps (duplicated below for your review).

Activity Steps
This activity is connected to the activities “Rivera vs. Rockefeller” and “Siqueiros in Jail.” You will write about the revolutionary actions of Diego Rivera and David Alfaro Siqueiros, either as a letter to a newspaper editor or as an op-ed column. Before writing your essay, read these sections of your local newspaper to get a feel for the proper format.
01.    Write: Now that you have completed the activities “Rivera vs. Rockefeller” and “Siqueiros in Jail,” write a letter to the editor or an op-ed column for the local newspaper that either defends or condemns the artists’ actions. Choose one of the following approaches:

a.    State your opinion of Rivera’s mural, referring to what you now know about the artist and his support of the Communist agenda, his role as a Mexican muralist in Mexico and in America, and your knowledge of Vladimir Lenin and the Communist movement.

b.    Defend or condemn Siqueiros’s political actions, the artist’s practice while he was in prison, and the actions of the Mexican government.

02.  Edit: Share your essay with a partner, edit each other’s work, and rewrite.

03.   Print: Create a class newspaper that includes all of the opinion essays. Distribute to your friends and other teachers and collect their reactions.
